Those who get in to the programme will learn the
basic computer and accounting skills needed to successfully create a listing on the home sharing platform.

The Airbnb Africa Academy will take place over two days in both Cape Town and Gauteng during July. It will be hosted in
partnership with Open Africa, a social enterprise that works with small businesses that offer travellers authentic
experiences, while generating income and jobs for local people.
